How it works:

· Film the Member giving a tour around the DC office while introducing staff and explaining their duties 

· Make the video impromptu, with little or no advance notice

· Keep the video unedited and unscripted
· Email the video to E-Newsletter subscriber list and ask for feedback

The Benefits:

· Generate local and national press coverage for your new outreach strategy

· Constituents feel engaged in the process by replying to video via email and seeing the effort to reach them 

· Constituents become more familiar with Member, staff and DC office and actually see the work being done on their behalf
How to Do It:
· Use a Flip Video Camera for easiest results ($84 30min.)   ($129 60 min.)
· Plug in Flip Video camera via USB to any computer and software walks you through step by step to publishing online
· Publish the video to your Web site or YouTube
